New Business

Lynn Powers reported that she and Bonnie Taylor have reviewed the Guild Bylaws and that they are 

current as they stand.   Bylaw reviews are necessary on a timely basis to maintain our nonprofit status.  Julie Eik 

will check requirements of new tax laws regarding our 501C3 status.              

  Ann Drenk reported the pattern for the 2011 Charity Quilt, Stepping Stones by Judy Neimeyer, has arrived 

although extra papers are still on backorder.  We will be starting it in the fall.  It was suggested that a demo one 

hour before a Guild meeting be held to show members what will be required to assemble the blocks.  Blocks will 



be made from batiks from member’s stash and background batik purchased by the Guild.  The 2011 Charity Quilt 

will be donated to the Teen Pregnancy Coalition. Ann also reported that the backing fabric for the 2010 Charity 

Quilt has arrived and Bev Palm will be quilting it. 

There will be a revival of the Guild Stash for Cash at the October meeting.   Guild members may bring a 

box with items they no longer need but someone else might desire.  Attendees of the October meeting may 

purchase tickets ($.50/ticket) and place in a paper bag placed in front of each item.  A winning ticket will be drawn 

from each bag.  Sewing related items to be donated could include quilting books, patterns, fabrics, projects in 

progress, projects never started, threads, etc.   No scraps of fabric—although fat quarters, jelly rolls, and charms 

are permissible.  The winner must take all contents of the box.  If a box does not sell at auction, the donator must 

take the box home.
